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LANDSCAPE ART AND DESIGN: THE ECOLOGY OF IDEAS

We are living in a period concerning profound social and cultural changes. In the recent past, the
invention and evolution of laptops and new technologies for digital drawings have fundamentally
revolutionized creative art and imagination, prompting designers to experiment with original forms
of landscape architecture with increasingly bold, innovative, and unusual materials and
technologies. The classical biometric parameters of the built environment have changed with the
use of parametric and logarithmic technologies. The production of materials for architecture and
landscape has also evolved and improved, thanks mainly to these innovative technologies.

The tremendous new revolution that is now looming mightily on the threshold of creativity and
imagination in the art of landscape architecture is the Artificial Intelligence.

Like any revolution in the past, it will profoundly affect creativity and imagination in building new
cultural paradigms.

One of the most controversial aspects of Al is the replacement of human intelligence in many of ifs
activities, even going as far as excluding one of the leading human activities, which is the use of
hands.

When discussing art design and landscape, does it make sense to call the ecology of ideas the
new process of creativity and imagination that are born, nurtured, and multiplied in Al fime?

A brief cultural context between art, ecology, and design

Since Olmsted realized Central Park, he founded the discipline of Landscape Architecture (.
Central Park embodied many of the modern discipline's fundamental philosophical and practical
issues, giving Landscape Architecture an intrinsic theoretical and practical energy. Working with
the soil, time of nature, rocks and trees, water, and paths, Olmsted and Voux engaged, ante
litteram, in different research fields and topics such as ecology, design, art, and social policy, to list
a few. Since then, the discipline has shifted from the large to the small scale, from regional planning
to city planning, from land governance to urban spaces, from public parks to private and public
gardens, configuring an innate complexity and dynamism.

In the middle of the twenty-first century, according to lan McHarg, ecology has become an
infegrated, fundamental, and indispensable science of landscape architecture (McHarg, 1968). He
envisioned the trajectory of an environment that was changing quickly, arguing that landscape
architecture infegrated info ecology, or vice versa, had the legacy to afford the contemporary
complex human environments and settlements. (Weller, 2014) The decomposition of landscapes
info different layers, each carrying specific information and meanings, invented a methodology of
analysis that is still in use today. From the analyses and in-depth knowledge of territories,
landscapes consistently reacted to demands for changes through design directly inferred from
nature. Even if his methodology became more and more mechanical with a few practical
applications, his visions and legacy are milestones in landscape architecture.

Almost in the same period, the Land Art movement investigated ecology through the lenses of
poetry and art. The 70s artistic movement did not want to solve any specific ecological problems.
Still, it intended to point out the importance of human activities, either artistic, social, political, or
productive. The Double Negative by Michal Eizer and the Spiral Jetty by Robert Smithson
delineated a new ecological landscape idea without solving any evident and practical ecological
issues. Nevertheless, these arfistic acts emphasized the crucial dramatic modern relationships
between nature and human beings.

In this context, among many, James Corner, at the end of the last century, described ecology as
an agent of creativity and imagination, opening the discipline of landscape architecture to new
ecological design concepts, approaches, and methodologies. (Corner, 2014)
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A new context of design and representation

In the last few years, landscape architecture has changed due to the dramatic evidence of
climate change. Concepts such as resilience, mitigation, recycling, durability, low-maintenance
vegetation, and water scarcity or abundance are placed alongside landscape ecology.

Furthermore, cities, asking for more accessible, democratic, and cultural integration spaces, have
become intelligent.

In this complex cultural context of modern landscape architecture, which has been changed by
using digital technologies for years now, artificial inteligence has emerged like an Arabian Phoenix.

However, | must admit that, in general, | know very little about Al, mainly when applied to
landscape architecture. Still, following what Kongjian YU wrote, "It enables the collection, storage,
and analysis of landscape information to be more efficient and accurate, and allows us fo
reproduce, perceive, and experience landscapes in unprecedented ways."

By fransforming and franslating words and data into images, Al produces faster and well-adapted
images for parks, urban spaces, and gardens, mirroring our desire to live (YU, 2018.) Working on
precise requests and elaborate discussions, Al produces realistic scenarios, picking up from an
infinite repertoire of objects, people, photos, and representations to mimic designers', politicians',
clients', visitors', associafions', and ordinary people's desires. This process stops when our eyes are
safisfied as if we take instant ecological Polaroids of our new places. Al helps us feel socially
comfortable and economically protected, envisioning spaces that exclude uncertainty.

Questions
As Kongjian YU affirms, is it true that Al capacity "allows us to return to creation and design"?
What about landscape architecture creativity and imagination (Corner, 2020) in a new Al era?

In particular, which kind of methodology may we use to teach new creativity and imagination to
our students and us? Is it possible and proper to imagine a process where the Al is marginal or less
present?2

Stem Ideas, like ecological ideas

To answer these questions, we must introduce the concept of stem ideas, which then refers back to
the initial concept of this communication on landscape art and design and the ecology of ideas

In medical science, "Stem cells are cells with the potential to develop into many different types of
cells in the body. They serve as a repair system for the body." (Medline Plus, 2016)

Stem ideas of landscape architecture are ideas in the form of hand notes, traces, drawings, and
representations that are more or less developed, more or less complicated, and more or less
elaborated and do not have any specific purpose but the potential to develop into many different
types of design ideas. Designers create, imagine, and collect ideas, and they build a stem ideas
archive that is ready to be used when creativity and imagination work for a park, public space, or
garden. Stem ideas, like stem cells, can develop and repair systems for our cities, landscapes, and
urban spaces, as required.

Some may argue that Al uses an immense archive of informatfion and creativity; through this
process, imagination can be infinite. Someone else believes that creativity and imagination lie in
archiving personal information fo be picked up when necessary.

| believe that, at the very beginning, all processes of imagination and creativity start by hand, even
if we ask Al to help us.

To select the stem ideas, the gesture of hands must be fast, rapid, and precise and take place
immediately to fix moments chosen by chance, causality, and contingency.

This archive of stem ideas exists through the craft act of hand gestures.

Existing things — details, small objects, visible and invisible traces — collected and separated by their
primordial meanings are waiting to be used in ecological fransformations. Exaptation is the
concept used in the theory of species evolution to explain this process; the wings of dinosaurs, used
for body temperature regulation, are now reused for flight (Gould, Vrba, 1982). Through this



frajectory, ecology is no longer just a technical process in generating ecological systems. Still, it is
the ecological idea of reducing human space.

An example of the ecological Ideas: Mr. Palomar goes to Oslo

Mr. Palomar Goes to Oslo is a series of drawings about the famous Italo Calvino's book Mr. Palomar
(Calvino, 1985).

Mr. Palomar was invited to describe Oslo before visiting the city; this time, the direct view of the city
is precluded, and the physical reality is infangible. He has never been there and has only distant
fraces, signs, and ideas. So, forced into a new experience, Mr. Palomar abandons words and tries
to draw Oslo's sea, colors, buildings, and city structure. He imagines Oslo and creates maps of
ideas, expectations, and desires. These two-dimensional tales are notes, errors, and approximations
of unknown, unreal, imaginary landscapes, the city's horizontal and vertical surfaces (Calvino,1986)
to be known, confirmed or discarded, verified or hidden. It is an irrational preparation for a rational
frip from the center of the Mediterranean, where Palomar is now, fo the far north of Europe: a new
challenge for him. He repeatedly and obsessively draws the sea and the fjords, the buildings
streaked upward, and landscapes that, in autumn, have the color of food, the smell of wine, and
the taste of dessert. The Autumn landscapes compress the sea and city's spaces and make it
unstable. Each line demands its identity, each sign books its notoriety, and each frace etches its
presence.

Mr. Palomar reprocesses the city of Oslo, exiracting its stem cells and indispensable resources to
feed his archive of creativity and imagination.

The ecological ideas of students

| require students to draw by hand the first intuitive forms of ideas. And they must be faster than Al.
Notes, doodles, lines, traces, and drawings with inner undisclosed significance settle on paper. The
landscape of signs comprises minimal objects arranged by chance and opportunity, weaving
irational relations of opportunity between them. It is an archive of opportunities and possibilities.
Then, students name the city they want to represent and begin to use the notes, doodles, signs,
and fraces they had collected. The previously unknown meaning now becomes apparent; it takes
shape with the forms of the spaces they built, the relationships they integrated, and the places they
thought about.

Through this process, the embryonal stem ideas evolve to another level: the students' idea of
landscape.

Whether students are good or bad at hand drawings, following this methodology, they produce
infelligent drawings, which pertain to a precise balance between initial randomness and an exact
geometry for contents.

During a workshop at the University of Calgary, Canada, students had to imagine the city of
Calgary by incorporating landscape elements unfamiliar to them and the city.

Teaching classes on landscape representation for many years in the Department of Landscape
Architecture at the University of Pennsylvania, students experimented with the ecology of ideas,
developing a process of representation that engaged the cities like palimpsests where to write new
landscape stories.

At the Universitd degdli Studi Mediterranea di Reggio Calabria, we created a linear city with more
than nine hundred drawings. They were placed on the floor of the central corridor, creating a
continuity of landscape spaces, urban places, and hidden gardens.

Landscape art and design: the ecology of ideas

To conclude, | must remind myself of what Kongjian YU wrote: "We embrace Al although in the age
when Al is gradually replacing, defeating or even destroying humans. That is because we believe
that if there is only one human left in the world, he or she must be a designer!" (YU, 2018)
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YU's sentence can be interpreted both positively and negatively. If Al will succeed in destroying our
creativity and imagination, | do not want to be the last designer to be buried and prayed over by
an Al entity.

Italo Calvin said that his |dea of Literature was the only weapon he could use to oppose the
proliferation of images (Calvino, 1988). He wrote this in one of his lectures for the next millennium,
which is what we live in now.

| like the word idea; unlike identity, it is more flexible, dynamic, and quick.

For this reason, | always encourage my students to explore their idea of landscape architecture by
building a collection of stem ideas.

This is a way to convince them that Al time needs different challenges of creativity and
imagination.

| like to think that the ecology of ideas can help us with this new challenge.
